Welcome to The Silver Gambler Series 2010

We offer a series of 6 Hampshire/Surrey based rides up to a distance of 40km (approx 25 miles) open to members and non members of EGB. Our aim is to introduce Newcomers to the fascinating sport of Endurance by way of easy to accomplish shorter distances, run so as to simulate a competitive ride at an EGB National ride, but with the added incentive of class placings with rosettes, using our tried and tested ‘Rufus System’ which rewards competitors with points for heartrate and speed. (See back page) The series is also a valuable training aid for existing members and gives a competitive spirit to short distance rides. We offer help and advice at the rides, especially to those of you new to the sport. All the routes are well marked and checked, and run in accordance with EGB rules and regulations. ‘Vetting’ will be carried out by Lay persons;  however, they will be very  experienced members of EGB, and you are asked to abide by their decisions for the purpose of the Scoring System.

HOW  IT WORKS

The ‘Rufus Scoring System’ (see back page) will be used to award points to each rider. The rider with the highest score in each class will be the winner. Where there is a tie, the presentation time to the vets, and/or least  elapsed riding time will be the decider (‘tiebreaker). The scores will also be used to tot up for awards at the end of the ‘season’, (with Bonus points for mileage) and also to qualify for the finals in September where Championship classes will be held for each category. Each competitor will receive their individual score and placing in the class. Rosettes will be awarded to 6th, plus completion rosettes to all who finish the course. 

If you prefer to take it easy on a Pleasure Ride, be sure to mark your entry form appropriately. Pleasure rides will not be ‘vetted’, all finishers receive a rosette.

Please complete and return the series registration form asap. This does not bind you to anything – just helps keep our records straight! – Thankyou!

Qualification for the Finals in September:

You must complete at least 3 of the rides in the series, scoring 30 points or over at each ride (i.e. 3x30)

Points Trophies are awarded on cumulative points, plus mileage points over the best 5 scores from all rides (excludes the Championships) Mileage points:  1 point per kilometre. You must qualify by helping at a ride, and completing a Trophy card

The maximum number of points to be gained is 50: 
30 points are awarded for speed, and 20 for heartrate. If there is a tie, then the time it took from your finishing time to the time you presented your horse for the inspection, will be the deciding factor in awarding places. The points awarded are set to reflect  an ‘Optimum’. Obviously the lower the heartrate the better, but we have tried to set an achievable goal, especially for novices. The speed is set at somewhere around the middle of the parameters for EGB graded rides. i.e. Novice 8—15kph, Open 10—18kph. 
NB* at Rufus and Breamore  (Sunday), the points (50 max) awarded for grades will not count for the Silver Gambler
